The highlight of these months was when Cumbria, having won the EGU Northern Counties qualifier at Furness in July, then represented the North at the National Finals held at Goswick Golf Club, Berwick upon Tweed. Seb Crookall-Nixon and Ryan Pearson were both in the squad of seven. This competition is played as a round-robin over 3 days against the winners of the other three regions.

On the first day Cumbria beat Derbyshire 6-3, but on the second day, despite looking to be in a good position mid-way through the afternoon singles, lost 3-6 to a strong Gloucestershire team. On the final day, they lost by the same score to the eventual winners Hertfordshire, thus finishing 3rd. The team should be pleased with their performance at this level as the combined handicaps of the winners was +9 and that of the second team +6 while Seb is the only Cumbrian with a handicap better than scratch. Individually, Seb won all his matches apart from a half with Oscar Sharpe, another England international, scoring 5.5pts. out of a possible 6. Ryan played on the last day and while losing his foursomes with Carl Johnstone of Carlisle, gained a very creditable half in his singles against a much more experienced player.

Ryan Pearson and Ryan Shuttleworth played in the two Northern Federation matches Durham at Eden GC and V South of Scotland at Maryport, with Ryan P. winning both his singles. At Eden, he made a superb par on the last despite having been first in a bunker and then in a seemingly impossible position in trees, to beat his opponent by one hole. Overall, the team finished second in the League on the same points as the winners, South of Scotland. This followed their second place in the Federation Championships in June. All in all a very good season and as only two of the team will be unavailable through age next year there are hopes of equally good, or better, results. Jamie Caine and Ryan Shuttleworth have both played in the U-16 matches v Durham at Brancepeth Castle and v Lancashire at Knott End. While the team lost both against strong opposition, Jamie had a 3&2 win v Durham.

The only remaining match is an age-group one V Northumberland at Eden on 26 September for which Ryan Shuttleworth has been chosen. All four are eligible for juniors next year so we wish them good luck and hope to see their names prominent again. Kate.

Will Bowe will represent the County in the Champion of Champions at Woodhall Spa

alongside Kendal’s Jamie McDonald as Junior Champion. As President of the County Union, I will be hosting the Biennial Dinner at Shap Wells, which this year is also the Centenary Dinner. Our speakers include Gary Wolstenholme, erstwhile Cumbria county player but now a professional on the Senior Circuit. I would welcome any Workington guys who fancy coming to the Dinner on 26th November. The information is on your Notice Boards.

Read Putts in Reverse to Hole More Putts

Another Perspective Could Be All You Need to Putt Better

The Problem
You just never feel confident that you've determined the proper line for any putt. 

The Solution
simple and uncomplicated methods that will help you improve in both areas. 

Here's how it works: 

Step 1: Walk from your ball to a spot behind the hole that's on a direct line between the ball and the cup. From this vantage point, imagine the last three feet of your putt and how the ball will roll as it slows down and curves at perfect speed into the hole. 

Step 2: With this last three feet of curve in mind, picture the ball rolling backward to where your putt starts. Connect the two to get the curving track that the ball will roll on once you stroke the putt. 

Step 3: Walk back behind your ball and then slide from the ball-hole line [yellow] over to what I call the Aim Line of the perfect ball track [green]. Look down the Aim Line to see where you must start the putt in order for it to curve into the cup.

Step 4: Move to the ball and "feel" your practice stroke rolling the ball at perfect speed to allow it to break along the perfect ball track. Step in, square your putter face to the Aim Line, pull the trigger and... voila. 

Why it Works
You'd aim a rifle by getting one eye looking directly down the barrel through the sights. You wouldn't aim it from the side. This phenomenon also applies to putting; you can't see the aim direction or imagine the break trajectory if your eyes are positioned away from the starting line of the putt. Aligning your putts with your eyes on the Aim Line is the same as looking down the barrel of a rifle. It lets you "see" your stroke target and makes it easy to aim your body, stroke and putt.
